The more the price to book value will raise, the market
faith to the future of the firm and indicate the prosperity of the shareholder (Soliha and Taswan, 2002).PBV is
also the ratio which shows whether the stock price traded is overvalued or undervalued of that price to book
value or not (Fakhruddin and Hadianto, 2001).PE ratio also help to do so.

Purpose — The objective of the paper is to investigate the relationship between financial risk and the value of
the company. In this context, the study is to revisit the trade-off theory of capital structure in the Indian context.
Design/methodology/approach — After applying outlier, the study considered 389 nonfinancial companies
from BSE500 from 2001 to 2018 collected from the Capitaline database. The statistical package E-views 10 has
been utilized for analysis. To understand the nature of the data the descriptive analysis, correlation analysis,
normality, unit root, multi-collinearity and Heteroskedasticity were conducted. The Panel Estimated
Generalised Least Square with cross-section weight was found suitable for analysis due to the existence of
cross-correlated residuals. Further, the study has classified the levels of financial risk to determine the

relationship of different levels of financial risk with corporate value.

Findings — It was found that the financial risk and corporate value had a significant negative relation during
the period of study.

The business concern assumes the higher financial risk to
have higher profitability. The purpose of borrowed capital is to utilize financial leverage to
have higher profitability. However, the use of debt in capital structure increases the risk of the
firm and consequently increases the cost of capital. As the number of debt increases, the
marginal benefit of using debt in capital structure reduces gradually and after a certain point,
the use of debt in capital structure would increase the cost of capital in such a way so as to
affect the value of the firm negatively. The optimum level is when the marginal value of the
benefit of low-cost debt and tax-shield on debt exactly offsets by the increase in the cost of
capital due to an increase in financial risk. This proposition is called the static trade-off theory
of capital structure. Kraus and Litzenberger (1973) first considered the necessity of
maintaining a balance between the cost of bankruptcy and the tax shield of borrowed capital.

Design/methodology/approach — Gini index is used to measure the degree of inequality in consumer
expenditure. Contribution of each expenditure sources to overall inequality is estimated by using source
decomposition technique of Gini index contributed by Lerman and Yitzhaki.

Findings — The study observes that the inequality in consumer expenditure has increased in both the rural
and the urban parts of India during the post-reform period. Non-food expenditure is more unevenly
distributed, and it has been found to be more pro-rich in nature. Expenditure on cereals and pulses still
exhibits higher inequality-reducing effect in rural and urban India. Education and health-care expenses have
been inequality-increasing in the country. Contribution of expenditure on miscellaneous consumer services,
durable goods, education and health care to the overall expenditure inequality is significantly higher.

Originality/value — The study identifies the capacity of different expenditure sources towards increasing
or decreasing the overall inequality which is crucial for better redistributive policies to be adopted to enhance
the well-being of the economy in real sense.

Last Oasis(2020), a survival MMO (Massively Multiplayer Online game) by Donkey Crew,
was released on Steam on March 26, 2020.

In fact, although
Macdonald quotes Jansen as he admits that he does not have enough life left in order to
successfully evolve his beast[s], their digital iteration in an MMO — games which typically
last over a significant period of time and host constant human interaction — may indicate an
incidental, yet novel evolution in the life of Strandbeests.
