Abstract: One of the central issues of Indian philosophy rests upon
the question of a true level of being. It received vivacity in Bengal
in the second half of the nineteenth century after Raja Rammohun
Roy preached his famous Brahmo doctrines. However, Bengal was to
witness a more critical adjudication of the issue in the mid-twentieth
century following Krishna Chandra Bhattacharyyas philosophy of
Transcendentalism based on the typically Neo-Vedantist concepts of
Freedom and the Absolute. What scems to be even more interesting is
that K.C. Bhattacharyya’s philosophy remained confined not within the
limits of the acadcm)', but influenced contemporary spccula[ions 1n art
and literature as a major intellectual impetus. The present article seeks
to study the new wave of a sort of inclusive intellectualism in twentieth
century Bengal, which owed much of its theoretical foundation to the
philosophy of K.C. Bhattacharyya, who introduced a new dimension to
the debate centering upon the issue of a problematic spiritualism in the
twentieth century.
